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The purpose of conducting Remedial Coaching is to help the slow learner students to 

improve their academic performance. Every year the faculties conduct remedial lectures for 

the students apart from their regular lectures. In this coaching all the doubts and queries of 

the students are resolved along with the revision of various difficult topics. The Remedial 

Coaching was conducted for Academic years 2021-2022 and 2022 - 23 for Semester I, II, and 

III. These additional lectures are conducted after the regular online lectures schedules for 

M.Sc Zoology students. Due to prevailing pandemic situation, the remedial coaching was 

conducted online through Alagappa university online portal platform. The outcome at the end 

of the academic year was that the performance of the students had improved significantly. 

Remedial coaching is conducted by our faculty members, while psychological classes take 

place outside faculty arrangements organized by our department. Slow learners are identified 

on the basis of their performance in CIA Examinations.
